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Introduction

This supplemental unit provides resources for students in 9th grade (or above) to focus on the following issues:

· The historical background for the novel 

· The symbolism of the conch 

· The element of survival faced by the boys on the island 

· Current, real-world political and social situations similar to the events in the novel

Implementation Overview

This unit is organized in order of the events in the novel. The student activities are designed for small groups of students to work through the instructions and complete the tasks, then present their projects to the entire class when all the groups have completed the activities. Once completed, the students will understand the background, situations and symbolism of the novel and be able to identify the underlying themes as they apply to all people.



Description of Materials, Activities and WWW sites

· Access to World Wide Web on a computer with relatively fast capability 

· Class set of Lord of the Flies by William Golding 

· Pen or pencil and some notebook paper for recording their findings 

· Colored pens, poster-sized paper, stapler 

· Colored construction paper, scissors, glue 

Activity 1: Survival Manual as a Technical Document
In groups, students develop a Survival Manual. The manual should describe the essentials of survival in a foreign or hostile environment and options for materials and strategies using information found on the Web. Students should review the information at the following site and create a manual with a creative cover, table of contents, illustrations and text describing the elements of survival. As a technical document, the manual will report and/or convey information logically and correctly, offer detailed and accurate specifications, include examples to aid comprehension (e.g., troubleshooting guide) and anticipate readers' problems, mistakes, and misunderstandings. Activity 2: Conch Shell Poster as Response to Literature
In groups, students find information on conch shells and make a poster of the shell probably used by the boys in the novel. The poster should include the scientific name of the shell chosen, a background of where the chosen shell is found and the symbolic meaning of the shell in the novel. Materials used should include poster-sized paper, markers, colored construction paper, scissors and glue. As a response to literature, the poster will advance a judgment that demonstrates a comprehensive grasp of the significant ideas of the symbol, support key ideas through accurate and detailed references to the novel, and assess the impact of the symbol's ambiguities.

Activity 3: Human Rights Poster as Response to Literature
Students should be in groups of no more than four. The objective of this activity is to develop a poster sized Spider Map format providing three real-world situations of human rights abuse by current governments, as well as the abuses Jack and the hunters inflict on the boys after Jack gains power. Have students read about themes in the novel. The information should be brief and factual and include similar situations to the novel, but it should advance a judgment that shows a comprehensive grasp of theme, supports key ideas, and demonstrates awareness of theme.

Materials used should include poster sized paper, markers, colored construction paper, scissors and glue. Note: The two sites are always being updated, so if one is not working, try the other.

Activity 4 (OPTIONAL) Holocaust Research as Exposition 

Students should be in groups of no more than four. The objective of this activity is to visit links related to the Holocaust during World War II, and gather facts that may relate to the development of the novel using a Learning Log format. Students will connect with the Holocaust Center and record important information on the events leading up to and during World War II related to Hitler's rise to power and his treatment of the Jewish people. This information should be compared to the Jack's rise to power and the boys' treatment of Ralph and Piggy.

The "Note-Making" section of the learning log should make connections to the novel (i.e. Jack and the hunters' treatment of the other boys).This information can be displayed on poster-sized paper in Learning Log format or Venn Diagram format or written in an essay format as a comparative paper connecting the events of the novel to the real events of the Nazi takeover of Western Europe.

Students will write an expository essay that provides details on all relevant perspectives, conveys information and ideas from primary and secondary sources accurately and coherently, makes distinctions about the relative value and significance of specific facts, and organizes and records information on visuals, employing appropriate technology.
